HOW TO PREPARE A DISPLAY BOARD

 FOR THE SCIENCE FAIR

At meetings and conventions, real scientists present information from their experiments on a display board.  They stand by the boards, present the data from their experiments and explain to other scientists what they have done and what they learned.  As a student presenting a project at the Kensington Parkwood Science Fair, you will be doing the same thing.  The only difference is that you will be explaining your project to other students, friends and family members! 

So what will you need on your display board to help tell the story of your experiment and what you have learned? 

1. A TITLE - this will alert readers to what you have done (and catch their attention!)
2. NAMES OF STUDENTS AND GRADES
3. TELL THE STORY OF YOUR EXPERIMENT  
 
Answering these basic questions will help guide your work!
a. What did you want to find out? (STATE THE PURPOSE OF YOUR PROJECT/EXPERIMENT)

b. What did you think would happen? (STATE YOUR HYPOTHESIS.  You may have been proven wrong, and that’s OK!)

c. What did you use to get your answer? (LIST THE MATERIALS YOU USED IN YOUR EXPERIMENT)

d. How did you go about getting your answers? (DETAIL THE METHOD OR PROCEDURES YOU FOLLOWED)

e. What happened? (STATE THE RESULTS)

f. What did you learn? (MAKE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT THE RESULTS)

You may have photographs, charts, graphs, or other visual aids that you will want to attach to your display board to help you tell what you learned.  Your reports and explanations can be typed or handwritten.  Try to make it exciting!

Depending upon what you did, you may want to demonstrate your project.  Remember that all presentations must meet safety standards and adequately contain spills of liquids.  The use of hazardous chemicals and equipment, poisons, live animals, electricity (in the form of AC current), matches, fires, Bunsen burners, propane gas, and hot plates is prohibited.  Projects deemed dangerous or inappropriate will not be admitted.  Projects that “make a mess” will be removed.
