Dear KP Families,

We are excited to introduce the Eagle Fund, KP PTA’s new direct donation campaign. In May 2011, the PTA surveyed the KP community about our approach to fundraising. An overwhelming number of respondents said they would prefer to simplify fundraising and give money directly to the PTA rather than participate in direct sales programs such as magazine and gift wrap sales, Entertainment Books, and others that have been used in the past.

Our goal is to raise a minimum of $25,000 through this campaign. Every family's participation is critical to make this direct donation program a success. Your support will make a difference and your generosity is truly appreciated.  

Our school, which has grown to over 675 students, does a great job of allocating its budget to provide an excellent education for our kids, but there are just some things that are not in the budget. In addition to hosting community and family events, the PTA has been increasing its efforts to enrich our students’ learning experience. (See the reverse side of this letter for details on how the PTA funds are spent.) Specifically, the goal of this fundraiser is to pay for the following items:  

· Academic Materials and Classroom Supplies
· Technology Resources
· Changing Education Through the Arts (CETA) Membership through the Kennedy Center
· Artists in Residence

The KP PTA is a 501(c)(3)  tax exempt organization so your donation is 100% tax deductible.  Our tax exempt number is 52-6018938.  We also accept corporate donations, so please check with your employer as many companies match employee donations.  Your donation amount will be kept confidential, but we will publicly thank all the families that contribute (unless you request to remain anonymous).

2011 – 2012 Budget Expenses

Enrichment (Academic Support)
The PTA works to support and enrich academics at KP in many ways. This is one our primary goals and is the largest expense category.  

KP became an Arts Integration School in 2003 with a grant from the US Department of Education.  The grant expired in 2006. Since 2006, the PTA has assumed the $3,000 annual cost of maintaining KP's partnership with the Kennedy Center’s Changing Education Through the Arts program (CETA).  This training is what sets us apart from other schools.  Our teachers have the unique opportunity to take classes and/or have mentor teachers from the program come to KP to work in the classroom with them as they continue to incorporate the arts into the everyday learning experiences for our students. In addition, the PTA will contribute towards the artists in residence program ($5,500).  It is our expectation that each class will benefit from the Artist In Residence Program at least once while at KP.

Each year the PTA purchases academic enrichment materials, such as guided reading books and math materials, along with classroom set up supplies. The school is investigating educational software products to support the math curriculum. As the new Integrated Curriculum roles out in the primary grades, there will be a greater need to help the teachers build their curriculum materials. The total budget for this area is $16,200.

KP has Promethean Boards in every classroom in grades 3 -5. Although we would love to provide this state-of-the-art technology to all grades, the PTA is committed to ensuring that at least all upper grade classrooms are equipped with one.  As the school continues to grow, it is our goal to purchase at least one Promethean Board this year at a cost of $5,700 to maintain one per classroom.  

This year the PTA will sponsor the After School Clubs, the Council on Excellence for African American Students, the Green Ticket Store, Fifth Grade Promotion Activities, International Night, Italian Field Day, Language Fundamentals, Hands On Science, the Learning Differences Committee, Literacy Night, Math Parent Reference Books, the Science Fair, and Summer Reading and Math Incentives. 

Programs (Community and Family Support)
Throughout the year we have programs that aim to bring the KP community together.  We hosted our first annual Back to School Picnic, and look forward to Dads and Donuts, Moms and Muffins, the Holiday Bazaar, Shamrock Skate Night and Family Fun Day.  These events are not intended to be fundraisers. Some do make money occasionally, but we are committed to them regardless.

Communications and Public Relations
The PTA works to communicate our programs and school information to the KP community through the PTA Informational Fair, Meetings, the Newsletter (which is hard copy this year), the Directory, the Website, Eaglenet, Kindergarten Orientation, and the Welcome Packet. We have a new line of KP spirit wear this year and will produce the fourth annual yearbook.  We are also committed to showing our appreciation to our teachers and staff. We honor them with semi-annual luncheons, monthly breakfasts, and daily treats during teacher appreciation week.  Per the teachers’ request, in lieu of a gift to them, we make a donation to a local charity in their name each year.

School and Facility
A few years ago when the PTA voted to repair the field, we committed to seeding and aerating it each spring. We will also purchase recess equipment again this year.
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Our goal is to raise at least $25,000 with 100% participation.
