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Walkers, bicyclists and carpoolers share the lower entrance to the school.  To improve traffic congestion and safety at this entrance, we strongly encourage all students who are not designated bus riders to WALK to school. If you must drive your children to school, please consider carpooling. All carpoolers and walkers should follow the guidelines below.

Please review the drop-off and pick-up procedures with your child.

You may walk to the lower entrance of the school to drop-off/retrieve your child or you may use the carpool line.

Kindergarteners:   Kindergarten teachers will bring their students to the lower entrance and wait with them until each student has been picked up by a parent, responsible adult or patrol. If carpooling, a patrol will approach your car and ask for your child’s name and class. The patrol will then retrieve your child from his or her teacher and escort your child to your car.  

Grades 1 – 5:  Teachers of students in grades 1-5 are not required to stay with their students until they are picked up. Please set-up a specific pick-up procedure with your child, i.e., explain to your children that they should look for you at the lower entrance area, find you in the carpool line or give them instructions to walk home.

A map is provided on the opposite side to help you determine the safest route to school. Review this route with your child and encourage them to stick to it.  Please note that the intersection at Franklin and Saul is the preferred crosswalk for walkers.  

Reminders for Carpoolers/Drivers:

· Remain in your car at all times in the carpool line.

· Do not use the drive through lane to pick-up or drop-off your child.

· Please pull up as far as possible in the line. Always close gaps to allow more cars into the parking lot and to reduce congestion and pedestrian hazards on Franklin.

· If you need to park your car to pick up your child, you are encouraged to park in the neighborhood or in lined parking spaces.  

· Please drive slowly and be cautious of pedestrians!

· Whenever possible, make a right turn when entering and exiting the parking lot.
