What is KP Eaglenet?

· 	Eaglenet is an e-list open to all KP parents, guardians and staff.

· 	Membership gives you the ability to send and to receive school-related messages.  To 	communicate with other email list members, simply send an email to 	kpeaglenet@yahoogroups.com

How do I join?

To join, please send an email to KP parent, Darin Bartram (bartram3515@verizon.net) with your child’s name and teacher (if you are a parent or guardian), and the email at which you would like to receive postings.  If your child is registered to attend KP, but you do not yet have a teacher assigned, please note as such.  An email invitation will be sent to you.  Please respond to it so that you can begin to receive and post messages.

Although a Yahoo account is not necessary to send and receive emails through the Eaglenet, you would need to create one if you want to search prior Eaglenet postings.   You can create an account at groups.yahoo.com.

If you want to receive emails only once a day, digest format, you can make this change at any time (instructions are contained at the bottom of each email).

Posting Policy
Eaglenet is a tool for the school community to communicate efficiently with each other regarding school news and events.  It is designed to allow members of the list to discuss school issues and post non-commercial notices that would be of interest to members.  Non-commercial means it is okay to post occasional notices about child care, tutoring by parents or teachers, after-school activities at the school, but not notices about personal businesses that otherwise are not related to school.  Sports tickets should be sold via other fora, including neighborhood email lists, eBay, or Craigslist.  Sample discussion could include information about school activities, parent information, teacher needs for supplies, county-wide issues, as well as bulletins about school closings or late openings.  Members are also welcome to advertise information that parents would be interested in, like an opening on a 3rd grade soccer team or a schedule reminder about Hands-On-Science.  Please, use your good judgment.
The Eaglenet is presently unmoderated—meaning that emails are distributed to the community without prior review by the moderator.  Almost without exception, the K-P community discussions on the Eaglenet have been civil, avoiding personal attacks or mentions of specific teachers, parents, staff, or students.  A good rule of thumb is to imagine that anything you post would be something you would say on stage in a packed school auditorium.  A better rule of thumb is to remember that anything you post is forever archived and searchable on the Yahoo group site:  http://groups.yahoo.com/group/kp-eaglenet/.
