FAQ’s Winter Session 2012:

What will my child learn during this program? Every semester we cover unique topics that are

different from the previous semesters. Each topic is covered in approximately 4 weeks. The last classes

are used for reviewing and favorite games and activities.

My child enrolled last year, is my child going to learn the same things over again, or will you

build on what was done in the last session? Last session we learned the other topics. We change

the topics each semester so children learn the foreign language related to different topics each time

they learn with us. Language Fundamentals uses a curriculum that covers up to 4 years of school. This

means, your child will never repeat a lesson with us. Although we do review things that have been seen

in the past, the main topics and lessons that we develop during our semesters are different all the time

but introduced in a way so even the new students and beginners can understand.

My child did not enroll last year, but I would like her to start this year, will she be ok in the

class? Sure, our classes are for both children who attended last year’s program and children who did

not. We touch on different topics so both new students and children who have already begun learning

with us should be at the same level. We do review topics that were studied before so your child will not

lose that information while the newer children are simply getting it for the first time.

How do I know what my child is doing in class? We send you updates of what is being done in class

on a bi-weekly basis via email. We also send copies out with your child to take home. If your child does

not take their copies home, please contact us, we will email them to you. In addition, we also send you

emails with things that you can do at home to reinforce what they are learning with us. We have online

videos through our website that you can watch with your child (this is something new that we just

started in December). This is a great way for your child to review and also for you to learn!!

Are classes divided by age or level? Because we learn different topics each time, we prefer to divide

our classes by age when possible. Sometimes dividing a class is not possible if we don’t have enough

children to divide the class. In other cases, we have enough children to divide the classes by age and

within those, we can also divide them by level. It depends on the number of students that enroll in the

program. Typically we divide classes by age k-2 and 3-5.

What kind of curriculum do you use? Is it researched based and academically sound? We use a

proven curriculum that is fun and engaging, it’s also academically sound. All the strategies and

techniques are research-based and field tested successful in the classroom. Each activity has been

aligned with the Maryland state standards, assuring a comprehensive curriculum.

What is the structure of the class? Students learn listening, speaking, reading, writing, and

comprehension through games, music, art, and informal conversation. At the beginning of the class we

dedicate some time to practice conversational Spanish. This is followed by songs, flashcard activities,

games, interactive videos, projects, and books.
