TREASURER’S REPORT

Don reviewed the 2010-2011 budget.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Kensington 8K:

Michele thanked all those parents who helped organize and run the race.

It was noted that there was a large decrease in the number of 1K runners.  The Race Committee would like to enlist parent volunteers to advertise the race at school.

Great American Fundraising:

Michele thanked the organizers.

Membership:

Beth Seabreeze stated that 153 families have joined the PTA thus far.

Community Service:

Michele stated that Beth Krupinski will organize an “Operation Gratitude” drive for KP.  In October, she will help students collect candy to send to service members.

Dads and Donuts:

Jennifer Daymude announced that the PTA is sponsoring Dads and Donuts on 

October 11 from 8:15-9:00 in the All Purpose Room.

Ms. Liess announced that visitors are welcome to visit classrooms during the Open House from 9:30-11am.

After-School Clubs:

Michele announced that ideas for clubs are due to Cindy Griffin by October 11.

5th Grade Fundraising:

Michele announced that there will be a meeting about 5th Grade Fundraising on October 14 at 7:30.  The meeting will be at Lisa LaCourse’s house.

Newsletter:

Michele stated that the newsletter will be online.  She said that if parents would like a hard copy of the newsletter, they should send in the form that came home with their child.  

Block Parent Program:

Michele stated that the Block Parent program is cancelled at the moment because of insurance concerns.  Parents are asked to take Block Parents signs down if they have them displayed in their windows.  Jen Cope is going to talk to the MCCPTA to see if all schools are having similar concerns.   

Walk to School Day: 

Michele stated that Walk to School Day is tomorrow.

Directory:

Michele stated that the directory will be submitted on Thursday and hopefully we will get it back in two weeks.

Lunch and Recess Volunteers:

Michele stated that Pam Lewton will use the “Lots of Helping Hands” website to coordinate recess and lunch volunteers.  Michele said that only parents who are registered on the website will be able to view the schedule.  

Math Night:

Rose Anne Schwartz stated that Math Night will be on October 21 from 7-8:30.

Silver Diner Cards:

Ms. Liess reminded parents that Silver Diner Night is on October 13.  Ms. Liess reminded parents of the “Eat Well Do Well” card program.  Ms. Liess stated that KP has already given KP $500 for PE equipment.  

PRESENTATION:

Rose Ann Schwartz presented “Technology at Kensington Parkwood.” Ms. Schwartz provided an overview of KP’s School Improvement Plan, and described how KP’s use of technology will help students to meet the goals outlined in this plan.  Ms. Schwartz described how technology is being used in all grades at KP.  

Ms. Schwartz described Fastt Math, which is a program being used in third grade.  Ms. Schwartz described the Study Island program, which is being used by children in second through fifth grade. Ms. Schwartz also detailed other ways technology is being used at KP.  She stated that children in grades K-1 are using a program entitled “Understanding Numeration.  She stated that students in grades K-5 are being taught using Elmo Document Cameras.  She stated that students in grades 2-5 are using the Accelerated Reader Program.  She also stated that students in grades K-2 have access to Promethean Boards in the Media Center and the Computer Lab.  Students in grades 3-5 have access to the Promethean Boards in the classrooms.
