Introduction

President, Michele Santy welcomed the attendees and introduced all of the PTA Board Members.

Business

Eagle Box

Attendees were told that an “Eagle Box” has been created.  The “Eagle Box” is an anonymous suggestion box that can be accessed on the PTA website.

Membership

Attendees were encouraged to join the PTA.

FUNDRAISING:

Attendees were told that the PTA needs financial support to fund programs.  The two largest fundraisers were highlighted:

Attendees were encouraged to participate in the race on Saturday, September 24, 2011.

Eagle Fund

Attendees were told that last year’s Auction was extremely successful, but that it is not feasible to hold that event every year.  

Attendees were informed that last year, the PTA conducted a fundraising survey.  80% of respondents stated that they would rather participate in a direct donation campaign than participate in wrapping paper and entertainment book type fundraisers.

Attendees were told that the PTA hopes to raise $25,000 through this fundraiser.

Attendees were also told that they would still be able to purchase Sally Foster products through the school website.

FALL EVENTS:

Back to School Picnic

Attendees were told that the Back-to-School Picnic would be held on September 16 from 6-7:30.

Dads and Donuts

Attendees were told that “Dads and Donuts” will be held on Monday, October 10 from 8:15-9 am.  After the event, KP will host an Open House in the classrooms from 9:15-11.

After School Clubs

Attendees were told that there will be Fall and Spring sessions of After School Clubs. 

Communication

President, Debbie Attar, informed parents that the PTA offers various methods of communication to keep them informed of upcoming events and programs.  These methods include the monthly newsletter, the elist, Eaglenet, the website, and meetings.

Attendees were informed that the PTA will distribute the newsletter via hardcopy to all families.  Attendees were told that the deadline for submittals to the newsletter will be the 15th of the month.  Attendees were told to contact Rima Aasaker or Garett Knapp if they had any questions.
Attendees were encouraged to update and/or verify their information for the PTA Student Directory.

Attendees were encouraged to volunteer in the Media Center and during lunch and recess.  Attendees were told that Shiela O’Connell will be the lunch and recess volunterr coordinator this year.

Attendees were told that Daisy Whitmore will be the Room Parent Coordinator this year.  

BUDGET

Debbie highlighted a few points of the budget:

It was stated that the PTA has not budgeted for a spring fundraiser, but if they do not reach their goals, they may need to add one.
It was stated that the PTA raised their allocation for arts integration.

It was stated that the PTA has allocated additional funds to academic enrichment.  Last year the PTA donated over $4000 towards reading books and math manipulatives. The PTA thought it was important to increase this line item since the school's needs are more difficult to assess this year than in years past.  The school is dealing with reduced funding as well as the implementation of a new curriculum for three of our grades.  

It was stated that the PTA is leaving $20,000 in addition to the required $5,000 cash reserve to cover our early 2012 expenses.  It was stated that the PTA has been fortunate in years past to have not have met their budgeted expenditures and they even have made money in categories that they have budgeted to spend.  However, with the student population growing, prices rising and an uncertain economic environment, the PTA thinks it is prudent to save these funds for our summer and early fall 2012 expenses.  The PTA can always revisit the budget in the spring as they did last spring.

The budget was put to a vote.

The meeting was adjourned.
